SWIMMING FACILITY:  The Josh Davis Pool has eight 25 yard lanes, an automatic starting and timing system, and off–deck, stadium type seating for 1500 spectators.  Heat sheets will be on sale, and a concession stand will be available to sell a variety of food and beverage items.  Each team may bring 2 large coolers into the pool area (on deck) for drinks, snacks and/or fruit for the swimmers, but please plan to support our concessions; profits go to the teams in our league who are providing the concession stand. Swimmers may not bring in personal coolers.  No cake or pastries are allowed on deck.  

PARKING:  Plenty of parking is available at the facility and the adjacent football stadium.

RULES:  The Lone Star Summer Swim League will follow the technical swimming rules as set forth in USA Swimming, pages 19 to 22, and in accordance with Lone Star Summer Swim League rules.  All swimmers must be currently registered with their teams and with the Lone Star Summer Swim League.

MEET FORMAT:  The meet format will follow the same order of events as set forth by the Lone Star Summer Swim League.  Swimmers will be seeded by time.  At the commencement of an event, the referee will announce the event number, age-group, gender and stroke.  Then the referee will signal to the swimmers by a short series of whistles for the swimmer to get ready, followed by a long whistle indicating that the swimmer should take and maintain their positions on the starting blocks, the deck, or the water. When the officials are ready, the starter will say “take your mark” followed by the starting signal.

STROKE & TURN JUDGES:  Each team in Division A and B must provide either two Stroke & Turn Judges that can work the entire meet or four if they want to split the duties.  Division C and D teams must provide either one Stroke & Turn Judge for the entire meet or two that can split the duties.

POOL DECK SECURITY:  To help reduce pool deck congestion, each team will provide one volunteer to monitor and restrict pool deck access to only authorized personnel (badge holders).  Volunteer shifts will be assigned designated times for each team. 

TIMERS:  All teams must supply timers for this meet.  Head Timers will be supplied as designated below.  The timers will be provided with timer sheets.

TIMING: Each team is required to provide two timers per each lane assigned.  Teams should appoint someone to ensure timers are available at the meet.

REFEREE/COACHES MEETING:  There will be a meeting with the Head Referee, as well as Pool Manager and Mike Sansavera, in the classroom for all the Coaches 10 minutes before the start of the meet.  

TIMERS/MEET MARSHALL MEETING:  There will be a meeting with Timers and Meet Marshals, in the weight room, 15 minutes before the start of the meet.
READY BENCH:  There will be “NO READY BENCH AREA” for this meet.  All swimmers will have to report to their designated lanes as stated within the heat sheets.  All coaches are responsible for getting their swimmers to the starting blocks.  You may use two designated parents as “Ready Bench” personnel to help organize swimmers. There are starting blocks only on the timing console end, so all swimmers swimming 25’s will start off the side of the pool and swim toward the touch pads.

MEET MARSHALS:  Each team will designate a few parents to be meet marshals.

Two from each team may be on deck at any given time.  Meet marshals will have deck passes and will be responsible for making sure that all swimmers are behind the correct lanes.  They can also help in making sure the relay swimmers are in the correct positions and in making sure our 10 and under swimmers are in the correct lane assignments before they swim.  Coaches will not be allowed in the area directly behind the blocks.  

SEATING FOR TEAMS:  The swimming pool deck will be available for the participating swimmers, coaches and any parents who have volunteer deck passes as meet marshals, ready bench, timers and awards table personnel.  No one else will be allowed on the pool deck unless they have a deck pass.  The League Chairman will assign the seating area for each team.  Before warm-ups begin, parents of our younger swimmers will be able to guide their child to the team area, but then must go up in the spectator seating area.  All spectators will sit in the upper level seating.  

NOTE:  It can get very hot in the Josh Davis Facility in the spectator area.  Please be sure to bring plenty of water to stay hydrated.

BANNERS:  Team banners will only be allowed to be placed behind the spectator’s seating area or on the Blue Balcony Railing area.  No banners are allowed to be placed on the glass railings.  Banners may also be placed behind the team area on the pool deck.  No signs, posters or billboards are allowed in the complex.

TEAM PACKETS:  Each team will be provided with a meet packet.  Enclosed will be heat sheets and deck passes for coaches, timers, ready bench, awards personnel and meet marshals.  NO ONE will be allowed be on deck without a DECK PASS.
CONDUCT:  Please refer to the Blossom Athletic Center’s Josh Davis Natatorium Rules, Regulations, Policies, Prohibitions, and Deck Access Page, which will be part of the heat sheet.

There will be no face painting or body painting allowed on swimmers.  The use of tape is prohibited.  No helium balloons, glitter, or confetti are allowed in the complex.

Please remember that this meet is the culmination of a great summer league season. Please support all participants no matter what team they represent. 

ENTRIES:  Swimmers may enter 3 individual events and 2 relay events.  

Each team may register up to 6 swimmers for each event, with the following exception:  Teams may enter up to 8 swimmers in freestyle and backstroke events only for all age groups 10&U and below.  Additionally, due to crowding and safety concerns, Division A and B teams will be limited to a maximum of 105 swimmers.  All swimmers must swim within their age group as of June 1, 2011.  Swimmers may not swim up or down in age groups for individual entries.

Swimmers "MAY" swim up in relays only to complete a relay.  However, a swimmer “May Not” swim in the same relay for two different age groups.

Divisions A & B may enter two (2) relay teams in each relay event; however, only the highest placing of the two relays will score.  Divisions C & D may only enter one (1) relay team per relay event.

It does not matter if you enter in yards or meters, but you must specify one or the other.  All entry times, whether entered in yards or meters, will be automatically converted to a short course yards time.

Swimmers must have a time in order to compete in the meet.  Swimmers with NT time designations will not be entered.

Swimmers who have achieved, TAGS, SECTIONAL, JUNIOR OR SENIOR NATIONAL times, in a sanctioned high school, short course meters or long course meters swim meet, within their age group, will not be able to participate in the stroke in which they achieved the above standard qualifying times. This includes swimming that stroke in the relays.  Exception: Swimmers with a TAGS time for the younger age of an age group are allowed to swim in their respective age group as long as their time does not meet or exceed the TAGS time standard for the highest age in the age group.  Example:  a swimmer who has achieved an 11-year-old TAGS time can still swim that event in the 11-12 age group as long as he/she does not meet or exceed the TAGS time for a 12 year old.  

ENTRY DEADLINE: 

All entries must be submitted to Angella Woodard no later than 6:00 p.m. on Sunday, June 19, 2011.  You must turn in a hard copy with entry times for each swimmer and a time for each relay team.  In addition to the hard copy, submit an electronic copy from your Team Manager.

ENTRY FEE:  $4.00 per individual event / $10.00 per relay event.

All teams must submit only one check with their entries to Angella Woodard.  Checks are to be made payable to the Lone Star Summer Swim League.

AWARDS:  Each team will receive points for each age group. Age group awards will be distributed at the conclusion of the meet.  Each team must provide an awards volunteer to label their teams’ ribbons and medals.  This volunteer position may be shared.  All teams can collect age group awards at the conclusion of the meet.  There will be no overall team scores.
